General John Leonard Atkinson was discharged because he was seen as medically
unfit as a result of his pleurisy and influenza which had caused the partial loss of
function of his right lung (which had collapsed). At the time of he was discharged,
had a tattoo on his right forearm of an artillery badge. He was in the service for 2
years, 4 months and 5 days.

In World War I, there was one girl from the Nobleton district whe
went Overseas, Mary Agar. She spent three years in the Hospitals there.
Two of the boys from this district were killed in action, Mathew Agar,
and William Chamberlain. The boys who went Overseas from these parts
were the following:Mathew Agar; ;Leonard Atkinson; Walter McCutcheon;
Reuben Dobson; Albert Snider; Albert Hill; Lyle Stewart; Wesley Woods;
Hugh Sheardown; William Chamberlain; Chris. Chamberlain; Loftus Jewitt;
Fred Chapman; and Frank Chapman.

On the return of these boys, a celebration was held in Nobleton.
During the day, a Field Day was held at Hills Farm with many in atten-
dance. In the evening a banquet was held for Mary Agar and the returned
boys and their parents in the Hall. Also in the evening, a concert
was held in the old Skating Rink and watches were presented to the
returned folks. Mr. Walter McCutcheon was spokesman for the boys.
