On the night of 4/5 August 1944, immed-
lately preceedlng the srmoured drive of Cansdisn
forces through the strong enemy positions at CAEN,
it wes necessary to determine whether there were
ény new German mineflelds which would hinder the
advance ln its early stages.

A reconnalssonce party was therefore
ordered to procesd forward of our advanced infantry
progitions in the vicinity of BEAUVOIR FARM betwean
VERRIERES &nd MAY=-SUR=QORNE.

In order that the reconnsisssnce could
underteke lts task without detection by =n alert
apemy, perty was llmited to three sappers, without
infantry support, commasnded by Cpl Hunter.

Cpl Hunter toock hias party forward on this
difficult =nd dangerous mission at 2300 hrs. On
reaching & poaltion in front of cur own forwurd troops,
the enemy leld down & mirtar burrage which wes rollowed
by locsl attack. The par ty came under heavy amall arms
tod morter fire but reslizing the importence of the
search for mines, Cpl Hunter coantinued his work in an
exposed position, leading apd encouraging hia mep in
thelr task. With complete disregard of enemy fire, this
NCO mede = most thorough job and completed the reconnelis-
ence in two hours. It was then definitely known that the
irmﬂurﬂﬂ drive would not be held up by mines at the atart

lne.

Cpl Hunter 414 his work efficlently under dif-
ficult conditions diapleying cutstanding leedsership znd
determinetion. Hls gallantry and coursge under fire,
meterlally eassisted in the successful mounting of the
inltiel attack, which wes followed by the Divisional
break-through towards FALAISE.
