After the singing of the
national anthem, Clayton
Devries read Psalm 23 and
Reverend M.J. Perry offered
a prayer and a message to the
attendants at the ceremony.
She began by reciting a
famous quote by Kurt
Vonnegut.

the eleventh minute of the
eleventh hour of Armistice
Day, which was the eleventh
day of the eleventh month,”
said Perry. “It was during
that minute that people were
forced to hear the word of
God.”

Perry also commented on
how World War 1 was sup-
posed to be the war to end all
wars.

“It’'s a war that we were
never supposed to fight,” said
Perry. “The First World War
was to make any others
unnecessary.”

She explained during the
time of war, soldiers found
comfort in the scriptures and
in the word of God.

“They were blessed by
God despite pain and suffer-
ing,” said Perry.

" The message was fol-
lowed by placing memorial
wreaths around the cenotaph.
The placing of the wreaths
was followed by the Last
Post and observing of a
minute of silence.

Perry concluded the cere-
mony by reminding us to
remember the sacrifices
which were made for our
freedom.

*Let us strive to make sure
their sacrifices were not in
vein,” said Perry. “Let us
honour those who are our
peace advocates.”
